CARE requests CEC produce all documentary materials in CEC's possession relating to the override issues.  This includes documentary materials from CEC files on other projects in which the issue has come up.  Such as all materials in CEC's file(s) on the "Geyser's 16" project (Docket No. 79-AFC-5), specifically including but not limited to (1) CEC Publication No. P800-81-007 (September 30, 1981); (2) Commission Decision(s) in Docket No.79-AFC-5; and (3) internal CEC communications such as articles on overrides provided by CEC counsel in 1999 (with the exception of the December 1999 article by Jonathan Blees, which we already have).  In addition to CEQA and its guidelines, along with the Warren-Alquist Act and its regulations, this request is also being made under the California Public Records Act.

In addition, CARE respectfully demands that after suspending other activity, the CEC conduct a thorough investigation on the override issues including by providing answers to the following questions as soon as possible (because without the answers to these and related questions a proper threshold investigation cannot be completed, and CARE as well as other members of the public are unable to fully, adequately or meaningfully participate in these administrative review proceedings):  

    
(1) Prior to the Geysers 16 project in 1979-81, were there any administrative review proceedings, other than the present proceedings, in which the CEC's override power under PRC 25525 was considered or raised by the CEC or any party?  If so, please identify each such project, and describe as well as make available for review and copying each such documentary material, pursuant to CEQA and its guidelines, the Warren-Alquist Act and its regulations, or the California Public Records Act.

   
(2) How about after the Geysers 16 decision in 1981, have there been any administrative review proceedings, other than the present, in which the CEC's override power under PRC 25525 was considered or raised by the CEC or any party?  If so, please identify each such project, and describe as well as make available for review and copying each such documentary material, pursuant to CEQA and its guidelines, the Warren-Alquist Act and its regulations, or the California Public Records Act.
