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Offer of Proof of the Santa Teresa Citizen Action Group in Support of Its Request to Reopen Evidentiary Hearing Dated September 7, 2001

I.

INTRODUCTION


On behalf of the Santa Teresa Citizen Action Group (“STCAG”), we submit the following (1) Offer of Proof in support of STCAG’s Request to Reopen the Evidentiary Hearing in this proceeding, and (2) Supplemental Documentation of this Commission’s Denial of Fair Hearing.

II.

OFFER OF PROOF IN SUPPORT OF REQUEST TO 

REOPEN EVIDENTIARY HEARING


On September 7, 2001, STCAG submitted its formal Request to Reopen Evidentiary Hearing in this matter, and in support of that request, submitted 15 pages of detailed comments documenting the dramatic improvement in this State’s energy supply and demand picture during the last six months.  (See Comments of the Santa Teresa Citizen Action Group on RPMPD docketed September 7, 2001, at pages 18-32.)  Those Comments are based on authoritative research conducted by an exceptionally well-qualified economist retained by STCAG to review this Commission’s recent energy facility siting applications and related materials.  To remove any potential question about STCAG’s present ability to prove the points made in these Comments, STCAG clarifies that those Comments were intended and are intended, as an Offer of Proof that STCAG’s witness would present under oath in accordance with this Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and, in particular, this Commission’s Rules of Evidence as set forth in 20 C.C.R. section 1212.  

III.

SUPPLEMENTAL TESTIMONY SUBMITTED IN SUPPORT OF STCAG’S OBJECTION TO UNFAIR HEARING AND REQUEST FOR RECUSAL OF COMMISSION CHAIRMAN WILLIAM J. KEESE.


On September 7, 2001, STCAG submitted further comments pointing out that STCAG and the public have been denied a fair hearing by this Commission in this proceeding, and requesting that Commission Chairman William J. Keese recuse himself because of his extensive, recent investments in energy companies regulated by this Commission.  In further support of these comments, STCAG cites the testimony of Karen Schambach, California Coordinator for Public Employees for Environmental Responsibility (“PEER”) submitted to this Commission on September 10, 2001, Commission Docket transaction number 22261.  A courtesy copy of Ms. Schambach’s testimony is annexed as Exhibit 1 hereto.

IV.

CONCLUSION


For the foregoing reasons and based on the foregoing evidence, STCAG reiterates its requests that (1) this Commission reopen its evidentiary hearing in this matter to receive new evidence documenting the recent significant improvement in this State’s energy supply and demand context, and that this Commission reject the Revised Presiding Member’s Proposed Decision because it is the product of a 

biased hearing process in which STCAG and the public were deprived of their right to a fair hearing.
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
