                       ORDER OF CHIEF JUDGE APPROVING

                           LIMITED FIELD HEARING

                          (Issued March 20, 2002)

     1.   This case, among other things, involves the amount of refund

          liability, if any, for 

     electric power sales in the state of California.  As such, it has

     generated a significant degree of public interest, particularly

     among the citizens of the state of California.  Presiding Judge

     Birchman has advised me of the interest of the state of

     California, the California Public Utilities Commission, the

     California Electricity Oversight Board, the California

     Independent System Operator, the California Power Exchange Corp.,

     the Pacific General Electric Co., Southern California Edison Co.,

     and several sellers' desire to hold a portion of the hearing in

     this proceeding in the state of California.  Judge Birchman has

     also advised the Chief Judge that the numerous generation

     companies and other sellers are opposed to holding the hearing

     outside of Washington, DC.

     2.   While the Chief Judge recognizes the convenience and

          desirability of holding the

     entire hearing at the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission

     headquarters in Washington, DC, he also recognizes that in this

     proceeding local public interest is such that a local hearing

     will bring credit on the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission

     through this publicity and at the same time provide an

     opportunity for a large segment of the population with

     significant interest in the case to see their government at work

     first hand.

     3.   Under the circumstances, the Chief Judge hereby approves a

     5-day hearing in this proceeding in San Francisco, California, on
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     those issues concerning the ultimate refund liability.  Such a

     hearing is currently scheduled to convene on June 17 and continue

     to June 21, 2002.
